# DMINISTRY OF SHIPPING 

NOTIFICATION 

New Delhi, the 26th November, 2014 

G.S.R. 841(E).—In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) of Section 10 of the 

Lighthouse Act, 1927 (17 of 1927) and in supersession of the Notification of the Government of India in the 

Ministry of Surface Transport.G.S.R. No. 711(E) dated the 8™ September, 2000, except as respects things 

done or omitted to be done before such supersession, the Central Government hereby directs that, with effect 

from the day following the expiration of thirty days from the date of publication of this Notification in the 

Official Gazette, Light-dues shall be payable at all ports in India in respect of all Ships and Vessels described 

in Column (2) of the Schedule below at the rates prescribed in the corresponding entry in Column (3) of the 

Schedule.

. G.S.R. 842(E)—In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) of Section 21 read with 

clause (e) of sub—sgction' (D) of Section 4 of the Lighthouse Act, 1927 (17 of 1927), and in supersession of the 

notification of the Government of India in-the Ministry of Surface Transport G.S.R. No. 712(E) dated 

8th September, 2000 and after consultation with the Central Advisory Committee, the Central Government 

hereby make the following Rules to amend the Lighthouse Accqunting and Financial Powers Rules, 1993, 

namely :— y . 

L Short title and commencement.—(1) These Rules may be called the Lighthouse Accounting and 

Financial Power (Amendment) Rules, 2014. 

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the official Gazette. 

2: In the Lighthouse Accounting and Financial Powers Rules, 1993 (hereinafter referred to as the said 

Rules) in rule 8, for sub-rule (3). the following shall be substituted namely:-— 

“(3) The Officers of Customs s1all first account for the entire collection on account of lightdues in 

the public account of India under the head — 865 8-Suspense Account — Pay and Accounts Officer — 

Suspense — Items adjustable by Pay and Accounts Officer, Lighthouses & Lightships, Deep Bhawan, 

A-13, Sector-24, Noida (UP) 201301”. The above shall appear under the head of accounts of different 

Pay & Accounts Officers of Customs and Central Excise as well as the consolidated accounts of the 

Centtal Board of Excise and Customs, New Delhi. Within 15 days of closing of the monthly accounts, 

the Pay ‘And Accounts Officer of Customs and Excise Department shall reconcile the collections 

booked under the above head with the copies of LL.H. Form No.11 received by him from the Customs 

authorities and shall remit the collections through cheque payable at Noida— 201301(UP) or New 

Delhi through any of the Nationalized Banks to the Pay & Accounts Officers, together with the 

certified copy of LL.H. Form No. 11. The remittances made by the Pay & Accounts Officers, 

Customs and Centrai Excise to the Pay & Accounts Officers, Lighthouses & Lightships, Deep 

Bhawan, A-13, Sector-24, Noida (UP) 201301, shall be debited to the above said head. The officer of 

Customs shall prepare three copies of statement of all collections of refunds in form LL.H. 11. One 

copy of the statement together with the counterfoil of receipts in form LL.H9 and duplicate 

copy/copies of the refund voucher(s), if any, shall be forwarded to the Director General of 

Lighthouses & Lightships. Two copies of the statement in Form LL.H. 11 shall be forwarded by the 

Officers of Customs to the Pay & Accounts Officers, Customs and Central Excise. The officers of 

Customs shall also prepare annually an abstract showing light dues levied with full particulars and 

submit a copy of this abstract annually to the Director General of Lighthouses & Lightships.”
